94 Youth ages 5-17, along with 55 par-
ents, attended our 3rd Annual Youth Day
event on August 27, 2011. They had the
opportunity to try various activities as well
as learn about boating safety and fire
safety. The various clinics included Ar-
chery, Trap shooting & Shot shell reload-
ing, Trapping and furs, Rifle shooting and
cartridge reloading , Muzzleloading, a
stop at a Boy Scout camp where a craft
and snack were made, as well as a mini
survival kit. Next was a booth showing
various fishing lures and kids had a
chance to try their hand at casting with a
rod and reel. A DNR officer and State
trooper spoke on boating safety and
showed the various floatation devices and
life preservers used by DNR officers and
also used special goggles to demonstrate
to the kids how drugs and alcohol can
have an effect on a person’s mobility and
judgment of distance, as well as depth
perception. This was followed by a first
aid demonstration and a fire safety house
demonstration. Fly-tying training and a
presentation by Safari Clubs International

rounded out the stations.
